4 Man 2 Best Ball Tournament on Thursday, January 22, 2026, $10 entry fee + optional $5 KP. 

A 4-man 2 Best Ball golf tournament is a team format where four players each play their own ball, but for 
each hole, only the two lowest scores (net or gross) are counted as the team's score, offering reduced 
pressure and strategic fun, with the lowest team total winning. It's a popular, less intense alternative to a 
scramble format, emphasizing individual contributions while allowing teams to drop a bad score.

Ball Moved During Search  

If you move any player's ball (even your own) while searching for it, there is no penalty, just replace the 
ball. 

Ball Moved on Putting Green 

If you accidentally move any player's ball (even your own) on the green, there is no penalty, just replace 
the ball. Once you have lifted and replaced your ball on the green, your ball owns that spot. If it then 
moves, you will always replace your ball no matter what caused the movement, including wind or gravity. 

 

 

 

 

We have golfers in our club that have something in common with Phil Mickelson. 

Phil Mickelson is naturally right-handed but plays golf left-handed, a unique trait that earned him the 
nickname "Lefty". He learned to swing left-handed as a child by mirroring his right-handed father, a habit 
that stuck and became his signature style, making him one of golf's most famous left-handed players 
despite being right-handed in everyday life.  

Golf was banned in Scotland three times by acts of parliament, starting in 1457 under King James II, 
because it distracted men from essential archery practice needed for national defense against England. 
The bans in 1457, 1471, and 1491 were unsuccessful, and the game eventually gained royal approval 
when King James IV started playing and lifted the ban in 1502.
